The event will be run in accordance with the IBU rules, the Biathlon Ontario Championship HosƟng Policy 
(2016) and the Biathlon Ontario Eco-Aims HosƟng Policy. 

Athletes will not carry rifles during the race. .22 Athletes will pick-up their rifle at the range entrance rack, 
aŌer shooƟng, deposit rifle back to same rack.  Eco-Aims rifles will be shared and remain on the shooƟng 
mat for the duraƟon of the race.

CompeƟƟons 

Day 1 - Sprint Format 

 1) Start order will be determined by random draw executed at the Teams Captains MeeƟng 

Day 2 - Pursuit 

 1) Seeding will be based on Final Results of the Sprint on Day 1 

 2) Athletes who have not taken part in, or who did not successfully complete, the qualifying compete 
  Ɵon on Day 1 may compete in the Pursuit CompeƟƟon as unqualified entries. Unqualified entries  
  will start aŌer all qualified entries and with a random draw for start lane and start order posiƟons.  

 3) CompeƟƟon will be conducted with a fixed 5-sec interval between compeƟtors, with the start based 
  on the Day 1 qualifying compeƟƟon from the same event. The cumulaƟve 5-sec     
  gaps between compeƟtors in a given class are the handicaps that must be overcome in order to  
  win the compeƟƟon.  First person across the line is the winner.

All protests must be submiƩed in wriƟng to the CompeƟƟon Secretary, in accordance with IBU event and 
compeƟƟon rules along with a deposit $30.00 (CDN). Deposits will be returned only if the protest is upheld 
by the compeƟƟon jury.  

You will also have to register for the 
compeition via Zone4.  You will be charged a $90.00 fee when
completing your  registration at https://zone4.ca/register.asp?id=41142.
